Local Artists Honored and 

Juried Art Showcase Now Open To Public

Effingham area artists receive awards for entries in the Effingham Art Guild Juried Art Show.  Nearly 100 pieces of art are now on display at Bonutti Clinic.

July 2, 2009 (Effingham, IL) – The annual Effingham Art Guild Juried Art Show is now on display at Bonutti Clinic, located at 1303 West Evergreen Avenue in Effingham, IL.   The 2009 display, which showcases 99 paintings this year, is open to the public for viewing at Bonutti Clinic Monday through Friday during business hours.

Several artists received awards for their paintings for this year’s event.  Artist winners announced for the show include: Best Overall – Gayla Schuett, The Answer My Friend; First Place – Clare Smith, Dissolving Lake Sara; Second Place – Sandra Lautrup, Abandoned; and Third Place – John Gabb, Denali Alaska - Wetlands.  Honorable Mentions went to Jan VonBokel, Clutter In My Mind; Wilma Woidt Krueger, Cumberland Falls, KY; Barb Brummer, Reflections and Michael Delaney, Parking.

There were also eleven Best in Category awards presented at the art show.  Awards were given to Lynn Velasco for Rural Life, House on the way to Farm; Gayla Schuett for Living, Moppet; Clare Smith for Landscapes, Lone Tree Hill; Rose Sutton for Floral, Flowers for Claire; Jan Clair Mason for Digital Photography, Skipper in Pink; Hank Merz for Water Landscapes, Boston Gardens; John Gabb for Street Scenes, Snow Storm; Becky Marcussen for Still Life, Outback; Sandra Lautrup for Coastal & The Sea, Red Rocks; Charlene Vaughn for Animals, Rosey Breasted Grossbeak and Stephen Griffith for Abstract, Awry.

The Effingham Art Guild Juried Art Show is unique to the Effingham area, as juried shows require the artist’s work to compete against other entries to be accepted into the display.  The juried art show has grown in popularity since its inception in 2002 when 11 artists submitted 21 paintings.  This year, 28 artists submitted 134 pieces of art.  The artwork is grouped in categories and presented throughout all areas of the Clinic.

Bonutti Clinic also announced the purchase of one piece from the 2008 art show display to join their permanent collection at the clinic.  The painting, Atlantic Etude, by Lynn Reznick will remain at Bonutti Clinic with the other 10 paintings previously purchased from artists for this special collection.  The permanent collection is also available for public viewing.

The Effingham Art Guild is made up of more than 90 members from a 35-40 mile radius, including Champaign, Charleston and Mattoon.  Several patron members are from other states.  The Art Guild is a very active group, affiliated with Fine Arts County of Effingham (FACE) and hosts an annual Children’s art show that draws more than 350 entries.
